Abstract Summary

This protocol is a baseline survey component of a more general study in
Teknaf on the extension of maternal and child health and family planning

services to Saprung Union of Teknaf thana. In that protocol the PI Purposes

. II. Research Protocol

Background

Teknaf is an area in the southern most trip of Bangladesh that has
been the subject of intensive study on diarrhoeal diseases, nutrition
and demographic dynamics, As yet, however, maternal and child health
service interventions have not’included immunizable diseases and

no work exists on fertility determinants and- contraceptive behaviour.
In 1982 the UNFPA provided a grant for the first phase of a Maternal
and Child Health and Family Planning Extension Project. While the
goals and purposes of this project were consistent with the Extension
Projects in Noapara and Sirajgonj containing support lapsed in 1982
prior to the onset work. This protocol is intended to honor the
commitment embodied in the .first phase of the UNFPA grant and to
provide guidance for the forward planning of this project.

Objectives

Certain critical questions must be addressed to guide future work

and project planning:

a.

Is Teknaf an area where a demand for contraception exists? Even

the most casual observer of the Teknaf social setting would
conclude that this i8 an extremely conservative area: educational
attainment is minimal, religiousity is strong, purdah is mandatory
and universaly practiced, and fertility is high by Bangladesh
standards. One might therefore question the .“-~nviety of a )
service delivery approach which directly advocate. family planning
use. If, on the other hand, couples have more chile. *n than they
desire, a carefully implemented programme which is sens.*ive

to local customs and beliefs could have some chance of su.~ess.

An overall objective of the MCH-FP Extension is to reduce infa-~t
and child mortality which in turn, is hypothesized to alter dem. 4
for contraception. Thus contraceptive demand assessment is an
essential component of baseline research in Teknaf.

Is there any evidence that the mortality history of children in
a_household correlates with current desires for children? Assuming
that respondents will even express their attitudes, is there any
evidence that perceived risks of mortality affect current
reproductive beliefs? That is, is there prior evidence in support
of the hypothesis that reducing household risks will alter
reproductive motives,




b. Is there any evidence that thé mortality history of children _ .

" in a household correlates with curreént désires for children?

MNoh-contracepting women irrespective of area of residence
would be expected to have the same fertility if other fertxlity
determinants (such as ljctational amenorrhea, separation of
spouses, maritdl patterns, fetal loss, and other factors) were
similar. .

e. MCH services are to be instituted in the Extetision aféas. What
aré curreiit sarvices being rendered by the MOHPC, if any, and
what do people do _now for ‘services in the event.that health
- How does health service utiligzgation in Téknaf
compare with other parts of Bangladesh where the ICDDR,B is
working? Since the provision of MCH gervicés is an ovarall
project objective the study requiréa somé baséline ﬁéaaurement
of health service utilization. -

Rationale -

The ICDDR,B has embarked upon a series of MCH-FP Extension Projects

in 3 areas of Bangladesh. These studigs requite baseline assessmients
of health and family planning behaviour and measurément of background
characteristics of the study population to permit analysis of the

local context in which the propratme must operate ard - assessment of
charges over time. This is particularly important in Tekhaf where
local\condltions are likely. to d1ffer #ubstantidlly from the other
extension areas, and where the unique features of the Teknaf population
may have important ifiplications for project planning and development.
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To obtain background characteristics on the population to be served
by the Teknaf project: age (from DSS), education, literacy, etc.

To obtain SES data for sentinel household that is comparable to SES
data for other Extension areas. (No comprehensive SES assessment is
available. See Appendix C). . :

To obtain matched fertility data for analysis and comparison with
other areas, .

To obtain information on family size desires, and intention to limit
or space births.

To assess patterns of knowledge and use of contraceptives and
sources, 'if any, together with reasons for use or non use.

To assess birth delivery practices: who delivers and where

To assess health service utilization behaviour: who receives care,
who delivers it, and where care was provided for the most recent
services, types of illness, satisfaction with care and other issues.

To assess quantity of MOHPC health and family planning services in
the Teknaf area.

To assess the type of care delivered by MOHPC staff.

To assess knowledge of diarrhoeal disease treatment and sources
of treatment, if any. . .

Data collection and sampling ,

The survey will be undertaken in Teknaf in the MCH-FP Extension Areas

and in adjoining areas which-serve as comparison para. The survey, after
analysis, will genmerate pre-intervention (baseline) data, will permit
hypotheses to be tested as discussed above, and will permxn comparative
analysis of Teknaf with other areds of Bangladesh. To achieve this

In the MCH-FP Extension Areas at Teknaf, every four households in 10

will be the sentinel families, where all ever married women under age

50 years and their husbands, if available, will be the respondents.

We will stratify the area by treatment and select, by simple random
sampling! 40 percent of the households.. Respondents will be interviewed
by femate and male interviewers respectivély, privately in their
households. Approximately 30 minutes time will be required per interview
(as indicated by the time required for this instrument elsewhere). The
field survey will be conducted by trained imterviewers, who have completed
work in the MCH-FP Extension Proje¢ts in Munshigonj and Noapara and are
currently working in Sirajgonj. The. survey will be initiated in April of
1983 and field work will be compieted-.by May 1983.

To permit comparison acroes aréas the.survey will utilize the standard
Extension instruments. However, a translation of the questionmnaire into
Chittagonian i3 required to facilitate Teknaf interviéwing. This special
Teknaf version has been pretested and appears in Appendix A along with
the standard Bapgla variant.

Anslysis Plans: The project will entail the following analysis:

a) Basic descriptiveé analysis This survey will generate baseline
marginal frequency distributions for the questionnaire items (English
version it Appendix B). These will be tabulated by treatment for basic
descreptive purposes. and, in a separate analysis, comipared with the

other extension areas to determine aspects in which the Teknaf population
is unusual or unique. ' '

b) Special multivauate snalysis of Background characteristics Special
analyses are underway to develop SES scales for the other extension
areas. These will be used for the analysis of.correlates of health and
family planning behaviour. This analysis should be replicated with
Teknaf data to determine the correlates pf health and family planning
attitudes and behaviour in that locality. )

c) Analysis of Contraceptive KAP Recent work by A.I. Chowdhury et al
(1983) illustrates a technique for scaling contraceptive démand using
factor.analysis. The level of demand in Teknaf can be comipared with

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d) Analysis of current contraceptive KAP as a function of household

mortality histories An objéctive of this study 13 to examine the

interrelationship between mortality and fert111ty event histories. It
is likely that progression to a particular parity will be hastened by
loss of a child (Chen and Chowdhury).

More central to thls protocol is determlnlng whether current use of
contraception and attitudes in favor, of contraception are inversely
related to childhood mortality in the sample households (controllxng for
other correlates). This can be assessed with logistic regression models
in which attitudes or practices are discrete. dependent variables and
mortality history 1nd1cators, along with other predictors, serve as
1ndependent variables. 'House¢hold child mortality histories of mothers
is coded along with fertility histories and current attitudes and
behaviours to fac1litate this analysis.

e) Analysis of Fertility Determinants Bongaarts, in a series of papers,
has devised methods of decom9031ng fertility into proximate determinants.
The questionnaire for this study is designed for this 91mp1e exercise.

We will learn from the decomposition why natural fertility in Teknaf is

so high.

SIGNIFICANCE

This is a research protocol which seeks, for the first time, to assess
contraceptive KAP in Teknaf. Moreover it provide a basis for a var1ety
of studies of fertility levels and determinants as well as comparative
studies of fert111ty levels and determinants as well as comparative
studies of Teknmaf with other areas of Bangladesh. Research will permit
