Caesarean delivery requires hospitalization of pregnant women. Households have to pay for hospital fees, medicine, blood, travel, and food during the stay. In addition, households have to pay the cost for attendants of the pregnant/post-partum women. In most cases, households also have to pay unofficial fees to get access and better quality of services. In infected caesarean section cases, households also have to make additional payment to treat infections or complications. Caesarean deliveries are expected to increase financial burden on socio-economically-disadvantaged households. Government of Bangladesh, NGOs and other private health care providers initiated Safe Motherhood Programme / Emergency Obstetric Care services (EOC) to reduce maternal and newborn mortality and morbidity. Caesarean delivery is a necessary component to manage obstructed and prolonged labor, eclampsia, and hemorrhage. Findings from earlier studies suggest that households incur higher expenditure for caesarean delivery. Moreover, policy makers and NGOs are also considering to introduce or increase user fees for caesarean delivery for financial sustainability of their ongoing health programs. The proposed research will try to find out the extent and consequences of payments for caesarean delivery in the current situation.

DESCRIPTION OF THE RESEARCH PROJECT

Hypothesis to be tested:

This is a descriptive study to explore the extent and consequences of catastrophic cost for caesarian section delivery. No hypothesis will be tested. 

Specific Aims:


1.
To map public, not-for-profit private and for profit private centers providing basic and comprehensive obstetric services in the selected districts  

2.        To determine the extent of catastrophic costs for caesarean delivery in different facilities of 

3.
To find out the impact of catastrophic cost of caesarean section delivery on health and non-health expenditure of the households

4.
To detect the source of funds for expenditure for caesarian section delivery

5.
To explore the coping up mechanism adopted by the households as a result of catastrophic cost for caesarean section delivery
Background of the Project including Preliminary Observations 


Caesarean delivery is one of the interventions included in the Emergency Obstetric Care (EOC). The indications for caesarean sections include obstructed labor, fetal distress, malpresentation, antepartum hemorrhage, ruptured uterus, and others. According to WHO, caesarean intervention will be necessary in about 5-15% of all deliveries (WHO 1999). 

A number of research studies have been conducted to find out the cost of providing delivery care (Fox-Rushby and Foord, 1996; Owa et al., 1992). In Bangladesh Nahar et al., (1998) conducted research to find out the hidden cost of free maternity care in four urban hospitals of Dhaka. Kawnine, et al., (1998) conducted another research in Bangladesh to find out the consumer costs of caesarean section in public, private and NGO health care facilities in Bangladesh. Afsana K., (2004) provided information on the cost of seeking hospital obstetric care in Bangladesh. These studies found that households incurred higher amount of out-of-pocket payments for maternity and obstetrics care even at the public health facilities. Free and subsidized maternity services in Bangladesh impose large out-of-pocket expenditures on patients (Khan 2005). Questions remain in the international and national level whether payments for caesarian delivery drive families into poverty; specially the poor households.  

Catastrophic household health care cost is a major concern for health policy makers. Household healthcare cost is defined as catastrophic when a household reduces its essential expenses during any given period to arrange health care costs for one or more of its members. The concept is that households should not incur more than a threshold level of their income for healthcare payments to maintain usual standard of living. However, there is no explicit threshold value for catastrophic expenditure in literature. 

Authors (Wagstaff et al., 2003; Wyszewianski, 1986; Berki SE, 1986) have used threshold levels 2.5%, 5%, 10%, 15%, 20% to define catastrophic expenditure. Authors have used different threshold levels (2.5-20.0%) as the best alternative of a definition of catastrophic expenditure. These threshold levels were set arbitrarily, and there are no scientific rationales behind fixing them. Catastrophic expenditures are also assessed based on percentage of non-food expenditure consumed/accounted for (Xu et al., 2003). 

The proposed research defines household costs for caesarean delivery as catastrophic when household payment for caesarean delivery is more than the annual household income at four threshold level 5%, 10%, 15% and 20% (based on the earlier studies). Usually, a household in developing countries incurs 2-5% of their income on health expenses (Russell et al., 1996; Huber et al., 1994). It is assumed that households in developing countries can afford 5% of their annual income on healthcare and catastrophic payment does not happen at below 5% threshold level. The four threshold levels (5%, 10%, 15% and 20%) identify four overlapping subsets of household samples for catastrophic healthcare payments. Analysis done on the four subsets of household samples will provide policy-makers with a detailed and comprehensive picture of catastrophic healthcare payments for caesarean delivery in Bangladesh. Measure of the ‘catastrophic impact’ can be defined by comparing the proportion of catastrophic households at the different threshold levels before and after households cost for caesarean delivery (Wagstaff et al., 2003).    

Caesarean delivery requires hospitalization of pregnant women. Average duration of stay for caesarean delivery is 4-9 days (J. Borghi et al., 2003). Households have to pay for hospital fees, medicine, blood, travel, and food during the stay. In addition, households have to pay the cost for attendants of the pregnant/post-partum women. In most cases, households also have to pay unofficial fees to get access and better quality of services. Average cost of caesarean delivery in urban public facilities was found to be Tk. 4703 (Nahar et al., 1998). Caesarean deliveries in developing countries are expected to increase financial burden on socio-economically-disadvantaged households.
With this background, this proposed research will try to find out the extent and consequences of catastrophic payments for caesarean delivery in the current situation.

Research Design and Methods


1. Selection of districts

The study will be implemented in Mymensingh, Jessore, and Bogra district. These 3 districts have been selected on the basis of number of caesarean section delivery performed in public, not-for-profit private (NGO and missionary hospital), and for profit private facilities. Analysis of data from UON (Unmet Obstetrics Needs) project implemented by ICDDR,B have revealed that caesarian section deliveries performed are predominantly by public, not-for-profit private (NGO and missionary hospital), and for profit private hospitals in Mymensingh, Jessore, and Bogra respectively. However, data will be collected from each type of facilities in each district.

2. Mapping and audit of facilities providing basic or comprehensive emergency obstetrics care services and selection of facilities for being included in the study

All public, not-for-profit private (NGO and missionary hospital), and for profit private facilities will be mapped in the selected districts. A facility audit at the very beginning of the project will collect information on available services, human resource, infrastructure, available equipment and supplies, comprehensive and basic EOC care performance in the previous month, and referral practices. Based on the mapping exercise and facility audit information, public, not-for-profit private (NGO and missionary hospital), and for profit private health care facilities performing at least 10 deliveries per month will be selected. 

3. Calculation of sample size and allocation of samples

Women who will undergo caesarean section delivery in the selected public, not-for-profit private (NGO and missionary hospital) and for profit private facilities for caesarean delivery will be identified as cases for the proposed study.  

The outcome variable in the study is percentage of households having catastrophic cost for caesarean section deliveries. As there is no data available for the percentage of households having catastrophic cost for caesarean section deliveries in Bangladesh, an arbitrary 50% will be taken as proportion for the outcome variable for calculation of sample size. The following formula will be used for the calculation. 

n = (Z2α/2 pq)/d2
Where: 

n= Minimum sample size required

d= Precision of estimate (0.05)

Zα/2 = Normal deviation (we used α = 0.05 for 95% confidence interval) i.e. 1.96
Based on the calculation, a minimum number of 384 subjects will be required in each type of facilities. Considering a non-response rate of 10%, a total of 427 subjects will be interviewed in each type of facilities. As we have three types of facilities (public, not-for-profit private and for profit), a total of 1281 subjects will be interviewed in the selected facilities in the three districts. Total number of subjects to be interviewed in individual facilities will be allocated proportional to the average number of caesarean section deliveries performed by that facility in the previous three months as collected during facility audit.

4. Interview of the subjects

Research Assistants will identify the caesarean cases (after operation) at the facilities and will collect socio-economic information, cost of caesarian section deliveries, the reported indication for caesarean section; outcome of caesarian section; length of stay in the health care facilities; average household income per month; household expenditure on health, food, agriculture, education clothes, housing, transport in the last month; and detailed address of the subject before discharge from the facilities. A questionnaire will be developed, pre tested and finalized for collection of these information. Husband /household head will be allowed to assist the woman during the interview procedure.
Households with catastrophic cost for caesarian section will be identified based on the total cost of caesarian section deliveries as proportion of annual household income. The household having catastrophic cost for caesarian section will be identified and visited three months after caesarian section to collect further information. A second questionnaire will be developed, pre tested and finalized for this purpose. This questionnaire will collect information on:

· Source of different types of financing methods including out-of-pocket payments, loans, the sale of household assets, and transfer payments from private sources other than patients’ household members

· Problems incurred from the caesarean delivery (e.g. infection) that has incurred further expenses.
· Other health care expenditure in the last month
· Non health care expenditure (e.g. Food, education, agriculture, clothing, housing, transport)
· Coping up mechanism adopted by the household 
If there is maternal death, information will be collected from head of household or husband.

Facilities Available


Mymensingh, Bogra and Jessore districts offer excellent public and private facilities for this study. The network of ICDDR,B with different government and private facilities and prior experience in implementing similar research will be of enormous help in carrying out the proposed study. ICDDR,B will establish means of communication within the districts based on road. ICDDR,B has a group of trained interviewers, qualified scientists, data entry persons and data analysts.
Data Analysis


The method of data analysis will include: 

Descriptive Analysis

Demographic characteristics of the study households

Descriptive statistics of household expenditure for caesarean delivery.

Catastrophic impact of household cost for caesarean delivery:

Analyses will be conducted to find out the changes in the proportion of catastrophic households at the different thresholds induced by payments for caesarean delivery at different facilities. 

Pre-payment and post-payment proportions of catastrophic households at the different thresholds will be presented. Catastrophic impact will be differences between pre-payment and post-payment proportions.

Distribution of financing strategies followed by households / socioeconomic quintiles / by facility for the payments for caesarean delivery:

Analysis of source of fund for payment made by household for caesarian section deliveries. This might include savings, borrowing, sell of personal belongings, bank loan, health insurance, social insurance, donation etc. 

Consequences (changes) of household expenditure for caesarean delivery on health and non-health expenditure and savings  of households:

Changes in expenditure and saving before and after will provide an estimate of the catastrophic impact of household costs for caesarean delivery. 
Logit model to find out the factors associated with catastrophic households costs for caesarean delivery.

The Logit model will be estimated as:

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Logit model will be used for identifying the factors affecting the variable C. An indicator C = 1 was defined for catastrophic households and zero otherwise. A logit model is preferred in this case as the dependent variable is a dichotomous variable.

The independent variables (X1, X2- - -Xk)  for the model will include socio-economic characteristics and economic status of households collected during the first interview with the subjects. 

Ethical Assurance for Protection of Human Rights


Name and address of the caesarean delivery cases will be collected from the selected public and private health facilities in two districts under collaborative arrangements.

The household surveys will be conducted after informed consent from the respondent. All collected information will be treated as confidential, though the study does not propose the collection of data of a sensitive issue. Apparently no physical risk is involved for the study subjects to participate in this study. Signature or thumb impression will not be taken in the consent form while only verbal consent will be taken.  

Individual consent:

At the start of all interviews, participants will be informed of the nature of the questions. The interviewer will request the verbal consent of the participant to proceed with the interview.  The participant will be informed that the data collected will be held in strict confidence. The respondent will be free to terminate the interview at any point, and to skip any questions that she does not wish to respond to.

Voluntary participation:

Participation in the interview will be on a voluntary basis. No inducements will be made. 

Confidentiality:

The dynamic of a violent relationship is such that the act of revealing the painful details of abuse to someone outside the family nucleus could provoke another violent episode. For these reasons, confidentiality of the information collected is of fundamental importance. 

A number of mechanisms will be used to protect the confidentiality of the information collected:
· All interviewers will receive strict instructions about the importance of maintaining confidentiality. 

· Particular care will be taken during the presentation of the research findings that the information presented is sufficiently aggregated to ensure that no individual can be identified.
